Reflection: 
• The baptism of Jesus immerses him in the life of the people. He joined the queue of people for John's 

baptism, wanting to share the joys and sorrows of his people. In the depths of the water he entered into 

the depths of his own humanity and the depths of his people. We could say that Jesus has entered into 

that part of all of us which laughs and sings, dances and cries, feels for the sick and the suffering, desires 

the best for self and others; nothing human is foreign to him as he was baptised into the life of his people 

and the God of his ancestors. Jesus’ baptism gives us a window into a powerful religious moment. Jesus 

knows his identity.

I am marked by your Spirit, called to 
participate in your mission as your beloved son or daughter. I ask Jesus in my prayer to 
keep on revealing himself to me - I have so much to learn about him. In the words of the 
medieval prayer, I ask ‘to see him more clearly, love him more dearly, and follow him more 
nearly’.  Lord, when I realize that you love me, and are well pleased with me, it is like the 
start of a new life.
