 The Temptation of Jesus  

The Beginning of the Galilean Ministry 
Mark 1:12-15 

 

 

Reflection: 

• What spirit drives me in the things I do? Is my heart a home for the Spirit? Could the Holy Spirit be inviting 

me to take more quiet space? In the bible, the ‘wilderness’ is a place of revelation and of intimacy with 

God. Secondary things need to be put aside to meet God, for He is found in emptiness as well as in 

fullness. 

• Only a God could be so human as to endure temptation. Mark’s gospel depicts Jesus as divine but also 
deeply human. He enters the wilderness for one purpose only: to find God, to seek God and to belong to 
him totally. Only then does he come into Galilee and proclaim good news. 
 

 

Prayer: 

Lord, as we enter into Lent, may I offer a promise to God that I will be faithful to the quiet space and 

time that my days offer me. Help me to remember that I can find You in the emptiness of sickness 

and old age and disappointment and failure and solitude. Lord, come with me into my wilderness. 

Speak to my preoccupied heart. Reveal to me where addiction to power, possession and 

gratification choke my path. Only when I am free from these can I be good news to others. Only then 

can I become part of the solution to the world’s problems. Amen.

NOTICE 
Since the latest provincial ministerial 
order announced last month, the 
Archdiocese of Montreal has advised 
all Montreal parishes, missions, and 
religious communities  that they may 
open for Mass with a maximum of 10 
participants, in addition to the 
necessary liturgical and technical 
facilitators. 
 
Consequently, Archbishop Christian 
Lépine has entrusted the decision to 
reopen at the local level to parish 
communities themselves, i.e. to 
reopen immediately, or wait for an 
additional increase in numbers of 
participants, given the varied 
resources at their disposal.  
 
For the time being, St. Aloysius 
Parish will remain closed until the 
situation improves and time comes 
when more people will be permitted to 
attend. We thank everyone for their 
patience and understanding.
