FEAST OF THE HOLY FAMILY
OF JESUS, MARY AND JOSEPH

The Boy Jesus in the Temple
Luke 2:41-52
Reflection:

e For alarge part of his life Jesus was part of a family. We might imagine that this must
have been an extremely happy family. Yet, like every other family, it had its ups and
downs, its joys and sorrows, its problems and difficulties. Most people, in one way
or another, leave their family environment. While our family always has a central
place in our concerns, we are also called to serve the wider family. All of us are
called to follow the example of Jesus and align ourselves with the family of the world.

e We see how even Mary did not understand everything fully, much like when we
don’t know why painful events happen in our lives. Like Mary, we can ask: why?
Where is God in this event? And again like Mary, we may not know the answer. But Jesus goes with us,
just as he went home with Mary and Joseph. And if, like Mary, we treasure what has happened in our
heart, the day will come when all will be made clear to us.

o Why choose this story to celebrate the Holy Family? It is not a story of peaceful routine, but rather of drama
and hazards and difficult decisions. Jesus and family are displaced persons seeking a place to live. Lord,
you have tasted human uncertainties, and the difficulties of survival. Your mother, so blissfully happy when
she prayed the Magnificat, had to adjust rapidly to homelessness and the life of asylum-seekers. Let me
remain equally faithful when you ask me to taste uncertainties and plans going awry.

Prayer:

Lord, help me to trust you in the dark times, even when | don’t understand. And today, | remember in
a special way all the missing children of our world through slavery, bonded labour and trafficking. |
pray for their distraught parents who frantically seek for the child entrusted to them. Amen.
