THE SHOAH 
During the Second World War, the 
Nazis murdered six million Jews and 
many others. Jews call this disaster 
the Shoah, the “annihilation”, and 
commemorate it every year. In 1999, 
the National Assembly of Quebec 
officially recognized Yom HaShoah 
(Holocaust Memorial Day) and 
encouraged people to join in, as did 
the Government of Canada in 2003.
